he Institute of Modern Society

Studies has conducted a research

and development project on the of

development of the transport industry
of Kazakhstan. This work involves collaboration
with the Union of transport workers of Kazakhstan
«KAZLOGISTICS>» using long term on statistical
forecast and analysis of internal and external factors.
This article pre-sents the main conclusions and
proposals based on the research.

Since independence, as shown by the results

of the study, Kazakhstan has developed its own
Transport and Logistics (TL), which plays an
important role in the development of the economy
and trade and economic relations with foreign
countries. Its services account for 8.3% of GDP.
The main advantage of Kazakhstan’s Transport and
Logistics sector is its integration into international
transport corridors for all modes of transport. This
is facilitated by the favorable geographical location
of Kazakhstan between the two giants of the world
economy: The European Union (EU) and China.
The distance between them through the territory of
Kazakhstan is the shortest for transit traffic. It is less
than twice in comparison with the sea route and
up to thousands of kilometers shorter than transit
through Russia.

As noted in the study, the development of TLC
in Kazakhstan is influenced by internal and external
factors.

As internal factors are allocated:

+ public administration, tariffs, requirements,
prohibitions, restrictions;

« demand of economic sectors for freight
transportation;

« population demand for passenger transportation
services;

« the state of the market of factors and resources
(personnel, science, technology, in-vestment);

« the state of the industry (standards, technical
regulations), competition in the market of transport
services.

As the analysis showed, there are problems with
the management structure in Kazakhstan, which are
characterized by departmental fragmentation and
lack of a systematic approach to the development
of transport. For the development of TLC, it is
important to take into account factors and resources
(personnel, science, technology, investment), the
economic and technical condition of the industries
that make up it (standards, technical regulations,
the level of competition in the market of transport
services, etc.).

The development of Kazakhstan's TLC is
influenced by two powerful external factors: on the
one hand, the Eurasian economic Union (EAEU),
which involves five countries, on the other hand,
the Chinese initiative «One Belt - One Road>.
They will determine the prospects for the de-
velopment of international transport with the
participation of Kazakhstan in the near future.

The dynamic development of the Western and
Central regions of China, the growth of pro-duction and
exports of goods, the implementation of the Chinese
initiative « Silk Road Economic Belt « (SREBEB)
create conditions and opportunities for increasing
transit cargo flows through Kazakhstan to the countries
of Central Asia, Europe, the Middle East and Africa.
Experts see prospects for Kazakhstan to use Chinas
strategy to develop land routes as an alternative to sea
transportation. To take advantage of these opportunities
for the benefit of the national economy; it is necessary
first of all to develop transport logistics. The strategy
of integration of Kazakhstan's transport system into
the new architecture of transcontinental transport
corridors of Eurasia involves concerted actions to
modernize the institutional framework of the transport
industry, the introduction of effective business models
and management processes of the industry and related
sectors, increase the investment attractiveness of
transport logistics.

Multimodal (intermodal) container transportation
between the two economic poles is becoming a key
driver of Kazakhstan’ transit growth: China and the
countries of Southeast Asia on the one hand, and
the EU countries, Turkey and the Caucasus on the
other hand. The level of containerization of goods
in Kazakhstan in 2017 amounted to 2.1% (4.3%
including transit) and this is not the limit.,, SREB A
terminal complex in the port of Lianyungang (China),
commissioned in 2014 can be considered as the first
successful logistics project, which has become an
important component of the SREB. The terminal
provides a full range of logistics services, including
loading and release of containers, warehousing, customs
clearance, etc. Today, it is proposed to transport goods
in block trains from Lianyungang to Almaty within 5-6
days, to Duisburg (Germany) in 15-16 days.

The strategic goal of the transit potential of
Kazakhstan is the development of container
transportation in express trains. Since 2011, high-
speed container trains have occupied their niche in
the transport and logistics market of Kazakhstan.

Regular container traffic on the routes became
effective routes through Kazakhstan: Chongging
(China) - Dostyk (Kazakhstan) — Duisburg
(Germany), Chengdu (China) - Dostyk (Kazakhstan)
- Lodz (Poland). In 2018, the volume of container
traffic in the Asia - Europe direction was 100 times
higher than in 2011. JSC «National company
«Kazakhstan Temir Zholy» has accumulated
experience in transit transportation, including the
provision of multimodal transport services on more
than 20 routes of container trains.

The total volume of transit cargo through
Kazakhstan amounted to 19.2 million tons (2018),
which is 6% more than in 2017, and for 8 months of
2019 this figure amounted to 10.6 million tons. If we
estimate the volume of cargo transportation using
the conditional indicator of twenty-foot equivalent
(TEE), then in 2018 the total volume of transit
through the territory of Kazakhstan reached $37
thousand. TFE., which is $5% more than in 2017
(346 thousand TFE.). For 8 months of 2019, this
figure amounted to 411.2 thousand. TFE, which is
35% more than the same period of the previous year.

In general, the Trans-Eurasian route has proved its
prospects and efficiency due to the high speed of delivery
of goods from China to the EU. The speed of delivery of
goods at a distance of 10-12 thousand km is two weeks
instead of seven weeks by sea. This is the result of high
organiza-tion of cargo movement throughout the route,
including reducing the time to cross interstate bor-ders.

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JSC «National company “Kazakhstan Temir Zholy”
intends to increase the volume of traffic along the
transport corridor Asia-Europe by 2025 to one million
containers per year, which will be 20% of the total
volume of container traffic in the segment of high-value
goods in this direction.

The transport and logistics companies of Kazakhstan,
adapting to the requirements of the market, begin to
move from mainly rail transport to provide a wide
range of transport and logistics services, including
sea, air and road transport, as well as services of
port and airport infrastructure, warehouses and
terminals, provided in the form of «single window>.
Special attention is paid to transportation on the
TRACECA route, where the ports of Aktau and
Kuryk on the Caspian Sea serve as the main logistics
hubs for Kazakhstan’s exports and continental transit.
Investments in the development of infrastructure of
ports and multimodal ferry complex Kuryk, in fact,
aimed at the formation of the Caspian logistics hub,
provided entry into the network of international
transport corridors. Today, the capacity of this hub
reaches 26 million tons of cargo per year.

Thus, thanks to the measures taken in the territory of
Kazakhstan, a transport and logistics chain is formed
from the East coast of China (Lianyungang port)
through the transport and logistics hub of the FEZ
«Khorgos-Eastern gate>» on the border with China,
then by rail and road to the ports of the Caspian Sea and

Every year, the Trans-Caspian international transport
route (TITR), which also represents multimodal
transport, is successfully developing. The logistics
infrastructure in the TITR countries already allows
competitive cargo transportation along the optimal
logistics chain: from the East coast of China-the port
of Lianyungang through the Caspian Sea to Turkey and
the countries of Eastern and Southern Europe, which is
twice as fast as by sea.

smooth integration of national transport networks into a
single, branched Eurasian transcontinental transport and
logistics system with specific borders and the necessary
infrastructure, which will contribute to the growth of
regional and international trade.

At the same time, there is a threat of outflow of
transit cargo flows through Kazakhstan to alternative
transport corridors. This is confirmed by the natural
desire of neighboring countries to create and
develop international transport corridors through
their territories. Thus, the construction of the Rasht
(Iran) — Astara (Azerbaijan) railway section creates
opportunities for reorientation of transit cargo flows,
bypassing the territory of Kazakhstan. In addition,
Russia does not hide its intentions to load the Trans-
Siberian railway with Chinese transit. Therefore, the
priority task of the interface is the modernization
of institutions and infrastructure, increasing the
competitiveness of international transport corridors
passing through Kazakhstan.

It is strategically important to adopt the law «on
transit> to regulate the relations of transit cargo
transportation participants, determine the rights and
obligations of the parties. It is important to overcome
the difficulties associated with the harmonization
of the national transport policy within the EAEU.
Kazakhstan is interested in ensuring that domestic
carriers and logistics companies receive economic
benefits from servicing the transit of goods in the
domestic market. It may be necessary to tighten the
regulation of foreign entities in the market of freight
forwarding services in Kazakhstan. These measures
will help to eliminate the imbalance between the
market share of domestic and foreign carriers in
certain segments of the domestic market. Of course,

the norms and principles of national legislation need
to be harmonized with the norms and principles of
international law.

In the customs legislation of Kazakhstan, it is
necessary to introduce rules implementing the
provisions of the Convention on temporary import
(Istanbul, 1990), giving operators the right to
provide written obligations filled in any form without
registration CARNETATA book on payment of
customs duties and taxes. Such a measure is needed
to regulate the turnover of containers, prolong
the period of stay of containers on the territory of
Kazakhstan without customs declaration.

For development of multimodal and container
transportations at change of a mode of transport the
cargo has to follow in a transit mode, not being limited
to a set of transport documents and tariff application.

The most important factor in the development
of transport and logistics sector is digitaliza-tion.
As the key criteria for competitiveness in the
supply chain are cost and time, the movement of
cargo must be clearly monitored and, if necessary,
promptly regulated throughout the chain from the
beginning to the end of delivery. In Kazakhstan,
the collection, analysis and storage of up-to-
date data on supplies is not carried out fully and
qualitatively, which reduces the efficiency of
existing information systems. Moreover, there are
significant flaws in the statistics, which reduces
the reliability of analytics and forecasts. Special
attention should be paid to the introduction of
information systems of domestic developments.
Thus, “Kazakhstan Temir Zholy” continues to rely
mainly on developments in Russian, which creates
difficulties for their modernization and serves as a
source of risks.

A significant proportion of transport operators
and logistics companies are small and medi-um-
sized enterprises (SMEs). They have to adapt
flexibly to the needs of shippers, who often want
to receive transport and logistics services in a
multimodal (sea, air, road transport, warehouse
and terminal services) on the basis of «single

The state needs to stimulate
the consolidation of logistics companies, through

large logistics providers with their own extensive
logistics networks with the participation of SMEs,
or strategic alliances.

The limiting factor in Kazakhstan is the absence
of a single central government agency that
develops and implements state policy in the field
of transport and logistics. Currently, these func-
tions are carried out by the Ministry of Industry
and Infrastructure Development of the Republic
of Kazakhstan. However, as practice shows, MIID
is unable to provide effective state management
of the transport industry, because there is still no
holistic, systematic approach to the development
of transport and logistics sector in Kazakhstan,
there are no long-term strategy of transport
develop-ment, including taking into account the
agreements within the EEU and the prospects of
participa-tion in SREB.

An important task is to ensure the interconnected
balanced development of infrastructure for all
modes of transport, which requires coordination
both in the development of strategies and in the
implementation of investment projects, taking
into account the forecasts of demand for freight
and passenger transport services. Therefore, it is
necessary to institutionalize the strategic planning
and operational management of the development
of Kazakhstan’s TLC in the context of the interface
with the SREB.

One of the important tasks is to develop a
comprehensive strategy for the development
and modernization of transport and logistics
infrastructure at the national and regional
levels. First of all, it is necessary to define
strategic directions for the development of all
modes of transport that provide cost-effective
and technologically diverse transport links
between industrial production, settlements,
regions and industries at both the national and
international levels. The long-term strategy should
include not only public investment, but also the
involvement of private capital in the creation of
new and modernization of existing elements of
transport infrastructure, updating equipment and
technologies, bringing the quality of transport and
logistics services to world standards. The strategy
should also cover the customs regime and tariff
regulation, licensing and certification, delineate
the powers of central and local executive bodies on
transport control. In addition, it is important to
improve the regulatory framework of the system
of technical regulation in all modes of transport,
financing of R & D, training and much more.
